Reports:

A. Operation of Treatment Plant and Collections System - Josh Taylor, the city’s sewer
' operator, presented the report on the Operation of the Treatment Plant and

Collections Systems. The plant operated at 23 percent capacity for the month of
November and flowed an average of 0.47 MGD. Rain Total was 5.25 inches. Josh
updated on Lift Stations 1,2, & 4, the plan is still to fix the generator at lift station 4
and then lift station 1 and 2. The pump was delivered, and the contractor plans to
repair the generator this week. Lift station 5, Elite Pumps ran the new electrical to
the control panel. SHECO set a new pole and a new meter.

B. Financial & Legislative Reports — Mayor John Benestante briefed Council with the
current financial profit and loss statements for the General account, Sewer &
Maintenance, Hotel/Motel, Capital Projects, Community Center, Legislative



Updates, Investment Report and TX DOT Report. Mayor Benestante asked for any
comments or questions regarding the profit and loss statements. There were none.

C. GRANT/FUND Reports: Mayor John Benestante briefed Council with the current
Grant/Fund Reports for the ARPA (American Rescue Plan Act-COVID-TDEM),
CDBG-MITMOD (GLO-$631,000-Sewer Expansion), Texas CDBG (TDA $500,000-
Sewer), RCP-(GLO-$300,000 Flood Mitigation/Mapping Studies/Zoning),
Transportation Alternatives Set Aside (TxDOT $3,000,000-Sidewalks) Mayor
Benestante asked for any comments or questions regarding reports. There were
none.

D. City Attorney Reports- City Attorney Greg Magee briefed Council on the terms of
accepting the property deed for the Coldspring Volunteer Fire Department.

E. Sewer Reports: Briefing on sewer adjustments & sewer cutoffs — Assistant City
Executive Administrator, Amanda Villa briefed Council on the sewer adjustments
made to customer accounts in the month of November. Amanda also briefed
Council that there were three customer accounts that were locked in the month of
November, two have since been reinstated and one is still locked.

F. State of the City Report— Mayor Benestante briefed Council on SHECO adding a 3-
phase at lift station 5. FEMA will be doing a field inspection tomorrow at the Fire
Department building. The City is applying for more grants next year to help fund
projects. -
